Many people use the computer to find a job by accessing job data bases. Now persons with disabilities can do the same at the Career Centers listed in this brochure. Each  Career Center now has the following equipment:

Computer

· Pentium 4-2.0 w/ 512 RAM - Computing speed and memory necessary due to adaptive software requirements.

· 19 inch Flat Panel Monitor - Large monitor for visual impairments

· MS XP Pro w/ MS XP Office – Recommended Software

Low Vision/Blindness

· Jaws 4.5 – Screen Reader for the Blind.

· Zoom Text Level 2 – Screen Magnifier and Reader for Visual Impairments

· Open Book– Page Reader w/ Scanner, will display written text on screen, read, and permit editing

· Video Magnifier using computer monitor – Will Display magnified written text on screen.

· Headphones – To limit distraction to others.

Learning Disability

· TextHelp Read & Write – Helps non-reader to create written text, includes word prediction and screen reading

Physical/Mobility Impairments

· Adjustable Work Station - Allows Wheelchair Access and Keyboard positioning

· Keyboard (Intellikeys) – Membrane keyboard w/ various overlays for access, includes a Keyguard.

· Trackball – Replaces mouse for those w/ limited mobility.

· Dragon Naturally Speaking – Allows voice access to the computer.

Deaf/Hearing Impaired

· TTY w/ Printer – Allows telephone communication w/ record.

· Telephone Handset Amplifier

· Personal FM System w/ Neck Loop (Williams Sound) – For training purposes, allows the hard of hearing to concentrate on a computer screen w/o distraction
